Disposal Ban
Metro should establish specific goals for collection programs and

reload and processing capacity in place or under development by
December 31, 2012. If goals are not met, Metro should declare its
intent to ban the disposal of food waste, effective January 1, 2015,
and begin working with local governments (dates are
placeholders).
