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Metro’s Public Engagement Review Committee (PERC) application form

The Public Engagement Review Committee (PERC) is a charter-mandated committee comprised of:
· three (3) public involvement staff from Clackamas, Multnomah and Washington counties 
· three (3)  representatives of community organizations 
· at least three (3) at-large community members

Duties of the PERC include, but aren’t limited to:
· reviewing Metro’s project- and program-level public engagement activities
· reviewing Metro’s annual public engagement report 
· consulting on the content of the Opt In public engagement review survey
· assisting in planning the annual community summit 

Community representatives and their alternates are selected through a public application process, appointed by the Metro Council President and confirmed by the Metro Council.  

In selecting at-large community members for this committee, the Metro Council President will seek a mix of members that bring experience with public participation.

Criteria for the selection of at-large community members include: 
· a commitment to community involvement
· demonstrated skills, knowledge or experience that apply to principles of citizen involvement adopted by Metro
· the ability to assist in representing the geographic and demographic diversity of the region.

The committee meets three times a year and occasionally participates in subcommittees for special projects. Members are expected to attend all meetings and review materials in advance of meetings. Members may be asked to review and consult on materials between meetings. Time commitment for PERC members is expected to be two to three hours a month.
