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Perspective 1: Chinese Workers Memorial - Entry at SE 20 and Morrison

An entry sign and informational kiosk frame the new main pedestrian entry into the cemetery. A
seeping stone fountain is the focal point of the small entfry plaza and is flanked by curved paths
that define the oval green. The green is composed of low-growing drought-tolerant grasses and
ground covers and is interspersed with flowering magnolia tfrees and interpretive stone panels
conveying the lives of the Chinese workers.
