Second Quarter Construction Excise Tax Report
Re: CET Collections for FY 2012-13
Status of Community Planning and Development grants funded with CET

Second quarter sparked by City of Portland

Construction excise tax collections for the second quarter, representing permit activity for October,
November and December, appear to signal a return to steady progress in the aggregate. Receipts totaled $
554,300, the best second quarter since the beginning. The second quarter also exceeded this year’s solid
first quarter ($521,000).

City of Portland continues to lead collections increase

Portland posted a 20 percent increase over the first quarter and a 48 percent increase over the second
quarter last year. Washington County (105 percent) and Hillsboro (30 percent) continue to move in a

positive direction, while Clackamas County jurisdictions remain comparatively flat on a year over year
basis. This would suggest that improvement within the City of Portland is continuing to trend upward,
while other areas in the region are a little more hit or miss on their trending direction.

Cumulative collections
Cumulative collections since July 2006 are now $11.7million. As part of the legislation extending the tax,
Metro began retaining 2.5 percent of the collected receipts above $6.3 million to recover a portion of its

costs in administering the program. To date Metro has collected $134,000, $62,000 of which has been
used to offset a portion of costs for outside legal services.

Collections by jurisdiction

Cumulatively, the order of highest collections: Portland (43 percent), Hillsboro (11 percent), Washington
County (7 percent), Wilsonville (6.6 percent), Oregon City (4.4 percent) and Beaverton (3.9 percent).



Status of Community Development and Planning Grants funded by the Construction
Excise Tax

Under the initial CET legislation Metro awarded $6.3 million dollars to 14 jurisdictions for 24 discrete
projects. These projects had been selected prior to the time the legislation was enacted and influenced
the sizing of the initial tax. As of December 31, 2012, $5.1 million has been expended and 17 projects
have been completed; $1.2 million remains obligated for seven ongoing projects. Funds are distributed
when specific performance benchmarks are reached.

With the continuation of the CET in June 2009, Metro awarded $3.7 million for 17 projects in June 2010.
The legal challenge to the extension of the CET has delayed full implementation. Following the favorable
lower court ruling, Metro proceeded with time sensitive projects where the jurisdiction was willing to
share the risks associated with moving forward in the absence of a final court decision. Ten of 17 projects
are underway, representing $2.5 million in projects. As of December 31, 2012, $1.5 million has been
expended.

Following this report are charts detailing information about both collections and expenditures of Metro’s
Construction Excise tax. The expenditure information is included with the assistance of Gerry Uba,
Project Manager for Round II Community Development and Planning Grants funded by the CET; and Ray
