We appreciate
Metro’s efforts to address the concerns of our surrounding neighbors and help us work towards a
solution to our recent odor issues.

As you know, we have hired Green Mountain Technologies to help us design and construct an
aerated composting system. Once completed, the ASP system will provide greater process control
and will greatly lessen the odor impacts on our surrounding neighbors.

The first phase of this conversion has been completed and is showing very encouraging results. We
have begun construction of the second phase of the conversion and when completed, 40-60% of our
throughput will be on an aerated surface. This second phase should be completed by this fall and we
will be able to begin construction of the third and final phase of the project. Barring any unforeseen
construction delays, the facility should be completely on air before the June 30, 2020 deadline.
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We're working towards the pile height limitations imposed by TVF&R in May 2018. We realize this
additional processing, at upwards of 20 hours per day, is creating many more odors than usual.
